Illinois Association of Mortgage Professionals (IAMP)

Antitrust Policy
IAMP observes the following antitrust statement at all association meetings:


Trade and professional associations that bring together competing entities, such as IAMP, are subject to strict scrutiny under both federal and state antitrust laws.  IAMP recognizes that the antitrust laws were enacted to promote fairness in competition and as such supports laws against monopoly and restraints of trade and supports their enforcement.  At all times, IAMP and its members shall recognize that the association and its members must remain in compliance with all federal and state antitrust laws and must avoid even the appearance of contrary actions.


IAMP members believe that the nation is best served by voluntary compliance with the antitrust laws with the resulting avoidance of the painful, costly and time-consuming results of enforcement by compulsion.  To this end, IAMP members must astutely avoid discussions or actions such as price fixing, unfair discounts, the allocation of customers or markets, the refusal to deal with a company or individual because of its pricing or bidding practices and other activities that might violate antitrust laws.
